Then Jenny Anderson will provide insights info the very
successfulRutherglen Premium Lamb, discover the benefits of value adding
and marketing. The final stop at Rutherglen Research Institute, will prove
very informative with a closer look at feed efficiency with Nick Linden.

Stop one will take you on an inspirationaltour of the Inchbold's mixed farming
operation. The business features a cropping enterprise, a seli-replacing
commercidlbeef herd and a number of diversifications including an opportunity
feedlot, an Angus stud, grain storage, export oaten hay production. Then visit the
Trompffarm at Greta with a commercial self replacing Angus herd and prime
lamb flock. Tying these exceptional enterprises together is the pasture base. A
move towards annuals, particularly the highly productive early season varieties
to allow pasture manipulation with different stock classes to optimise pasture
and livestock production.

This tour provides a unique opportunity to see behind the scenes at Brown
Brothers Winery, a highlight is fasting some of their finest products, however
the real focus is business growth, the future and marketing.
